Category:  Property improvement measures: fabric and airtightness 
                   (3 questions)

Example 1	Which ONE of the following products is used as an insulation	 material for retrofit cavity insulation?

A	Expanded polystyrene (EPS)

B	Phenolic foam

C	Extruded polystyrene (XPS)

D	UF (Urea-formaldehyde) Foam




Example 2	The picture shows internal wall insulation.  Which, if any, of the two statements given below is/are correct?

Statement 1: internal wall insulation is less disruptive to the occupier than external wall insulation 

Statement 2: internal wall insulation is suitable as insulation for solid walls
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A	Only statement 1 is correct

B	Only statement 2 is correct

C	Both statements are correct

D	Neither statement is correct


Category:  Property improvement measures: heating, hot water and lighting 
                  (5 questions)

Example 3	Fluorescent lighting is usually a very cost effective recommendation.  Which ONE of the following statements is NOT correct?

A	RDSAP will always recommend Compact Fluorescent Lamps (CFLs), unless the home already has 100% energy efficient lighting installed

B	RDSAP treats Light Emitting Diode (LED) lighting as low energy lighting
